Puppets in the Classroom

This is the simplest of puppets…the peeper puppet.  It is not the only puppet that I used in my classroom, but I will show you the variety of ways that I used puppets, using only one single puppet character in a variety of ways.  Hold on to your garden gloves, because here we go!

Mascot Peeper: 

This is your peeper puppet that you can keep in the same “costume” every day or change by seasons, or whenever the mood strikes you.  It only comes out when the children are quietly seated for group time because peeper’s ears are so very sensitive that you can’t even see them! This is used for class announcements, calendar time, “what book is in the story bag?” etc..

Birthday Peeper:

Use any peeper, but dress accordingly for a girl or boy.  This is a mind reading peeper puppet.  The peeper looks deep into the eyes of the birthday child and decides what that child wants for his/her birthday and “viola!” a guess is made--- of course, the guess is entirely ridiculous and a fun time is had by all. Follow this up with a birthday interview and a birthday storybook and you have a very fun celebration.

Alien Peeper:

Al the Alien comes from the planet with no numbers.  He often arrives by space ship to land at calendar time for the kids to teach him about all of our most recent math concepts because he is “clueless” about numerical order, shapes, counting by 2’s, 5’s, adding, money, etc.

Clean Up Peeper:

This peeper puppet sneezes in all the nasty dirty corners of the room that all of the children have not cleaned properly. If your hand is small enough to fit a work glove on with this peeper puppet, this is very convincing. ( 

Greeter Peeper: A bright yellow peeper to say or sing hello song.

Reader Peeper: A peeper to take home in a book bag to act out stories with families and children

Rainbow Peeper: Add a rainbow colored scrunchee to have the peeper puppet help give weather report

Mouse Peeper:  Add mouse ears with craft foam to lead the children down the hall “quiet as a mouse”
